We use multi-sensory approaches as we introduce and develop reading, writing, and math readiness skills. During a typical day at Skillman our children participate in circle-time, indoor and outdoor play, age-appropriate activities, singing, story-time, snack, art-projects and much more! Once a week in addition to Chapel, our children attend Music and Spanish – special classes designed to expose our children to the enjoyment of music and movement and the excitement of language differences.    
Skillman desires to promote academic readiness activities that will encourage our children to continue to expand their knowledge of the world, explore safely, and delight in the beauty and wonder of God’s creation.
